The Parish Council of the Parish of Iberia, State of Louisiana, was

duly convened as the Governing Authority of the Parish of Iberia by

Mr. Troy Comeaux, its Chairman, who announced that the Council was

now ready to conduct its business.
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A motion was made by Mr. D. Wayne Romero, seconded by Mr. Marty
Trahan, that the Iberia Parish Council does hereby dispense with
the reading of the minutes of the Regular Meetings of April 22,
2015 and May 13, 2015, and approve said minutes as submitted.

PERSONS TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL:
1. Members of Westgate High School Track Team and Coach Shelton

Boutte, Jr. were recognized on achievements earned at the
State Track Meet held at the Bernie Moore Track Stadium on
May 9, 2015.

Coach Boutte was presented with certificates of recognition
and he introduced members of the Track Team at this time.

2. Mr. Ted Habetz with Bayou Teche Water Works addressed the
Council to provide a status report concerning their services.

Mr. Habetz stated that he was present as a member of the
Board, but not on behalf of the Board, at tonight’s meeting.

Mr. Habetz stated that Bayou Teche Water Works (BTWW) received
an Administrative Order from the Department of Health and
Hospitals (DHH) and have passed two subsequent inspections
after complying with said order.  BTWW disinfects their water
and it is now measured in parts per billion.  He stated that
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has changed the
method, but not the limits, of how water samples are taken.
Samples used to be taken throughout the system and then
averaged and submitted to EPA.  Today, samples must be taken
from the worst point in the system and submitted to EPA.

Mr. Habetz stated that BTWW has spend about $35,000 with LAWCo
to assist with providing water to customers.  BTWW has
approximately 3,000 users.  BTWW will spend about $131,000 to
get to Phase I of the Administrative Order and $128,000 for a
proposed new tank.  BTWW is considering installation of
charcoal filters, which are not part of the Administrative
Order, for all water at the plant and will implement a back-
flow preventors installed at certain points, which needs are
currently being researched to determine where these will be
required to be placed by customers.

Mr. Habetz stated that BTWW should meet all items in the
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Administrative Order for the next deadline, which is within 60
days.

Upon questioning, Mr. Habetz explained that brown or yellow
water would be considered a nuisance and the proposed
installation of the charcoal filters would assist in
correcting this problem.  Mr. Habetz suggested that the
Council assist BTWW by requesting that DHH release them from
the requirement of having to add 250% more chlorine than
required by EPA.  

3. Mr. Todd Vincent and Mr. Tom Carroll of Sellers and Associates
presented the evaluations of the closed bridges to the
Council.

Mr. Tom Carroll addressed the Council and provided information
regarding four closed bridges.  Gondron Road Bridge at L-29B-
1A is 46 years old and has reached the end of its useful life.
Bull Island Road at L-4C is 50 years old and could possibly be
replaced with two-to-three pipes instead of a bridge.  Crochet
Road at Tete Bayou is 48 years old and has reached the end of
it useful life.  John Lewis Road at Weeks Canal is 40 years
old and has also reached the end of its useful life.

Mr. Todd Vincent presented the estimated costs for the
replacements of each bridge at $103,000 for concrete
replacements, $80,000 for hybird replacements, and $40,000 for
timber replacements.  Mr. Vincent stated that Sellers and
Associates is recommending that all bridges be replaced with
concrete replacements.

Mr. Eugene Olivier expressed concern with reducing Council members
from 14 to 9 person, citing one of the reasons discussed for this
change being technology.  Chairman Troy Comeaux requested that
Mr. Olivier keep his comments regarding if he doesn’t want the
people to vote on this amendment.  Mr. Olivier stated that he felt
there was not enough information brought to the people and that
more transparency is needed before going to the people with this
item.

Several persons in the audience spoke in favor of bringing the
Charter amendments to the people for a vote, including Ms. Janet
Faulk-Gonzalez, on behalf of the Greater Iberia Chamber of
Commerce, Mr. Jim Deshotel, Mr. Patrick Norris (a Charter Ad-Hoc
Committee member), Mr. Mike Armentor (a Charter Ad-Hoc Committee
member), Mr. Warren Gachassin, and Mr. Ken Boudreaux.
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Mr. Randy Theriot requested that Resolution Summary No. 137,
relative to a grant to Bayou Teche Water Works, be tabled at
tonight’s meeting and put on hold until water quality is improved
by BTWW.  Ms. Wilma Subra provided additional information regarding
BTWW, noting that additional violations were cited by DHH.
Mr. Norris Maturin expressed his concerns with the water of BTWW.

FACILITIES MILLAGE, FOR PARISHWIDE PROPERTY, AT A RATE OF
4.00 MILLS; (H) FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT NO. 1 MILLAGE,
FOR THE RURAL AREAS ONLY, AT A RATE OF 8.30 MILLS; AND
(I) PARISH LIBRARY MILLAGE, FOR PARISHWIDE PROPERTY, TO
BE USED TO PAY OUTSTANDING DEBT FOR THE PARISH LIBRARY
SYSTEM, AT A RATE OF 0.25 MILLS.

THAT THE IBERIA PARISH COUNCIL DOES HEREBY ORDAIN:

SECTION 1. That the following millages are hereby levied on
the 2015 tax roll on all property subject to
taxation by the Iberia Parish Government:

(a) General Parish Millage (formerly known as the General Alimony
Millage), in the rural areas of the Parish only, at the rate
of 4.12 mills; 

(b) Exempted Municipalities Millage (formerly known as the
Criminal Tax Millage), in the incorporated areas of the Parish
only, at a rate of 2.06 mills; 

(c) Courthouse and Jail Millage, in the incorporated areas of the
Parish only, at a rate of 0.80 mills; 

(d) Parish Library Millage, for parishwide property, at a rate of
6.00 mills; 

(e) Public Buildings Maintenance Millage, for parishwide property,
at a rate of 4.76 mills; 

(f) Health Unit Millage, for parishwide property, at a rate of
2.11 mills; 

(g) Drainage Facilities Millage, for parishwide property, at a
rate of 4.00 mills; 

(h) Fire Protection District No. 1 Millage, for the rural areas
only, at a rate of 8.30 mills; and 

(I) Parish Library Millage, for parishwide property, to be used to
pay outstanding debt for the Parish Library System, at a rate
of 0.25 mills.

SECTION 2. That the proper administrative officials of the
Parish of Iberia, State of Louisiana, be, and they
are, hereby empowered, authorized, and directed to
spread said taxes, as hereinabove set forth, upon
the assessment roll of said Parish for the year
2015, and to make the collection of the taxes
imposed for, and on behalf of, the taxing
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authority, according to law, and that the taxes
herein levied shall become a permanent lien and
privilege on all property subject to taxation as
herein set forth, and collection thereof shall be
enforceable in the manner provided by law.

That this Ordinance shall become effective
immediately upon adoption by the Iberia Parish
Council and approval by the Parish President in
accordance with Section 2-13 of the Iberia Parish
Home Rule Charter.

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-05-4675

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2 OF THE IBERIA PARISH
COMPILED ORDINANCES TO AMEND THE TRAVEL POLICY TO CLARIFY
REIMBURSEMENT FOR BAGGAGE FEES AND AIRLINE FLIGHTS.

THAT THE IBERIA PARISH COUNCIL DOES HEREBY ORDAIN:

SECTION 1. That Chapter 2 of the Iberia Parish Compiled
Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

A. Travel Expense Policy

The following is a list of the travel expenses that shall be
reimbursed to parish representatives, including Parish employees,
members of the Iberia Parish Council and/or the Iberia Parish
President for authorized travel.  All receipts for hotel/motel
accommodations and all reimbursable expenses must be submitted to
the Finance Department within two (2) weeks of return, in addition
to a completed expense statement. Any reimbursement for travel
expenses or money owed to Parish Government will be made within two
(2) weeks as well. 

(1) Transportation:
(a) Authorized travel by privately owned vehicle will be

reimbursed at the standard mileage rate as designated
annually by the Internal Revenue Service, provided for
the driver only.  The most direct and usually traveled
route shall be used to compute the mileage. 

(b) Authorized travel by Parish owned vehicle will not be
reimbursed for mileage.  Any party utilizing Parish
vehicle for authorized travel shall use Parish fuel
credit cards for the purchase of fuel and vehicle
repairs, such as tires, etc. No other purchases on fuel
credit cards are allowed.

(c) Authorized travel by train will be reimbursed at a rate
of the average commercial coach flight fare for round
trip to said destination.

(d) Authorized travel by airline will be reimbursed at a rate
of the commercial coach flight fare for round trip to
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said destination, including any fees for transport of
baggage.

(e) Reasonable storage and parking fees, ferry fares, and
road and bridge tolls shall be reimbursed upon submission
of valid receipts.

(f) Reimbursement for travel costs (transportation, lodging
and meals while en route) shall not exceed the average
coach jet tourist air transportation rate. 

(g) Taxi cab expenses will be reimbursed to and from airport
only.

SECTION 2. That Chapter 2, Sections 2-26.1 and 2-26.2,
entitled “Same - Council Members” and “Same -
Reimbursement of Non-refundable Expenses”,
respectively, shall remain as written and adopted.

SECTION 3. That this Ordinance shall become effective
immediately upon adoption by the Iberia Parish
Council and approval by the Parish President in
accordance with Section 2-13 of the Iberia Parish
Home Rule Charter.

vacancies in elected offices.
